TRAUMA AND THERAPY
CYPRIOT ANTIQUITY AND CONTEMPORARY ART

The Archaeological Museum of Paphos and its exhibits inspire and house the Contemporary art exhibition
“Trauma and Therapy, Cypriot Antiquity and Contemporary Art”.

At a period of multiple crises on a global stage the ceramic therapeutic vessels™ of the Roman period
(Ist c. B.C.—Ist c. A.D.) at the museum, symbolize the research and artistic effort of the curator Dr Niki
Loizidi and the |6 artists from Cyprus and abroad participating in the exhibition.

These findings are globally unique and worthy of Paphos and Cyprus reputation as a centre for medicine
and extent exportation of many therapeutic minerals, salts, herbs and various ores.

The concept of the exhibition was based on the vessels historiographical, semiological, anthropological
and psychoanalytic interest. Through their works the artists responded to the challenge of the vessels
bearing memories of traumas, wounds, human pain but also hope for life and for cure.

The exhibition is organized by the European Capital of Culture PAFOS 2017, and the Cultural Association
ex-Artis, in collaboration with the Antiquities Department and the Technological University of Cyprus. The
central philosophy of PAFOS 2017, “Open Air Factory”, is being essentially achieved through this combination
of space and time, the ancient and the modern, influence and inspiration, dialogue and synergy.

Artists from Cyprus, as well as a Danish artist representing the city of Aarhus, European Cultural
co-capital 2017 are participating in the exhibition, fulfilling the general idea and motto of PAFOS 2017,
“Linking Continents, Bridging Cultures”.

* The ceramic therapeutic heating vessels of the Roman period first came to light in 1968 accidentally, in the foundation of a house
at New Paphos, near the “House of Dionysus”’.
